One of the days we 
assisted Pastor Zakir with his school ministry, and had the opportunity to preach to 77 students at the high school 
and 75 at the middle school. We also orchestrated a large teen activity at New Life with two other national 
churches, drawing around 100 in attendance. I was a great night of sports, preaching, and energetic fellowship. 
The team also helped us kick off our VBS invitation and summer track distribution.

Your steadfast prayers and unwavering support over the past challenging year have been a tremendous source 
of encouragement to Arianna and myself. Balancing our ministry in Guyana with efforts to improve Arianna's 
health has been a journey of faith. The original plan was to bring Arianna back in July with the assistance of my 
younger sister who recently graduated Bible College. However, since May, Arianna's health has taken a 
downturn. She lost the weight she had gained, became weaker, is battling severe insomnia, and several other 
difficult symptoms. Over the past two months we have been working closely with a doctor, exploring a wide 
range of possibilities and tests, but have yet to find a definitive cause. She has an MRI scheduled after my 
August trip, a few more important tests, and a referral to an infectious disease expert.

Please join us in fervent prayer over the next month as I seek guidance from my pastor, director, and several 
godly counselors about our next steps and the ministry in Guyana. We are determined to follow God's direction, 
taking into account Arianna's health and our burning desire to make a difference in the ministry. We will update 
you all with the specifics in our next prayer letter as God gives us direction.

I am heading to Guyana now as we are eagerly anticipating the start of our VBS week on August 31st, followed by 
an exciting week of Teen Connection.
